Your important photos and documents are precious to you, and irreplaceable. In order to prevent the deterioration of these treasures, be sure to avoid the following conditions:

Environmental Conditions - Temperature and humidity affect photographs and documents more than any other element. Store documents in a location that provides a temperature of below 70 and humidity below 50%. Large changes in temperature and humidity contribute greatly to cracking and deterioration of photos. 

Wood, Paper and Paper Products - Many wood and paper products contain additives such as bleach or hydrogen peroxide. Use acid free paper products. Romeo's Art Supply contains a full line of these products.

Rubber Bands, Paper Clips, and Other Materials - Rubber bands and rubber cement contain sulphur, which is harmful to photographic emulsion. Paper clips can scratch the surfaces of prints or negatives. Tapes contain acids, which can speed deterioration.

Paper - Use only lignin free (from paper pulp), acid free, unbuffered paper. Use this paper to store photographs or as interleaving paper in albums.

Plastics - Any of the following plastics are safe to use in storing photographs, negatives or documents: Polyester, Mylar, Polypropylene, Polyethylene, and Tyvek.
